Welcome to our community Club which exists to introduce juniors to paddle sport in a sociable, fun and safe environment.  Our aim is that the experience should be both positive and enjoyable.   
We are affiliated to Paddle UK (formerly British Canoeing) and comply with their guidelines.

Membership: Our Club is run by  volunteers with help from members and their parents.  The membership year runs from 1 September to 31 August, and our Application Form is on the last 2 pages of this document.  Our leaders need the most up to date information about those in their care, so we ask you to update your details each year.  The Club membership fee is £5 per term, collected with the canoe polo term subscription.

Safety is at the heart of what we do.   We have a trained Club Welfare Officer should anyone have any concerns about safety or inappropriate behaviour.   We register our regular adult volunteers with the Disclosure and Barring Service annually.   
Much is asked of our Coaches in running activities for young people in the safest possible manner.  Please accept their safety advice, lend a hand whenever you can, and follow the Club’s guidelines which can be found in the Constitution document. 

Privacy:  Information that you provide to us is held by the Membership Secretary.  We will communicate details of future events by email or mobile number.  Your personal data may be shared with other TCKC organisers, leaders and helpers for communication about Club events and activities and/or to provide information to Club Coaches about the special needs and medical conditions of participants in order to keep members safe when participating in Club activities.

Boat Loan Scheme for white water and river paddling – ask our Chairman for details
The one-year boat loan scheme allows new paddlers to have regular use of the same boat without the inconvenience of hiring and collecting kit each time they paddle.  

Insurance 
The Club is affiliated to Paddle UK which provides Public Liability cover of up to £5m.  
This cover extends to all Club members and helpers.  It also gives Club juniors (but not adults): 
· Access to all non-competitive Paddle UK events
· Access to ranking competitions at entry level
· The right not to pay membership fees at Paddle UK events

Contacting you
We collect member and parent names, mobile numbers and email addresses so that we can inform you about session dates, meetings, forthcoming club events and membership renewals.  

Affiliation to Paddle UK, our Governing Body
We affiliate to Paddle UK to receive training, support and insurance cover and they require us to collect member details for the annual Club affiliation form.  In 2025 we reported only ages and gender to Paddle UK, though they might require us to provide personal information in future.

Safety at Club sessions, activities and events 
We collect contact details of parents and/or guardians for use in the event of an emergency.  
We record the information that you give us about disability, learning and medical needs so that we can provide the right support, coaching, safety and medical care when you are with us.  On this important point, please also make the coach aware of such information at any new activity. 

Who we will share your data with
Committee Members for administrative purposes.  Club coaches and/or officials when administering sessions.  Team managers to aid event entry.

How we keep your data safe and how long we keep it for
We will destroy printed information that contains your data when it is no longer required.
We will keep your personally identifiable data for 3 years after your last membership form submission.

The data that you enter on the Event Entry Form will be shared with Paddle UK.

PHYSICAL - Canoe Polo	

· Participate on Sundays, once a fortnight, at Tandridge Leisure Pool
· Come along as an individual or with a team of 4 friends
· You do not need to know how to canoe before you join 
· The Development League meets fortnightly
· The Premier League meets fortnightly on alternate Sundays to the Development League
· You can follow this activity for 3 months or 6 months – remember that our terms are September to December and January to Easter
· Participants need to record details of what they do on the DofE  Activity Log which can be downloaded from https://www.dofe.org/do/activitylogs

SKILL - Umpiring and Refereeing 
Our season is mid-September to mid-April 
We can train you to be a Canoe Polo referee and you could help us out weekly or fortnightly at our games - suitable for Bronze D of E Award 
Participants need to record details of what they do on the DofE  Activity Log which can be downloaded from https://www.dofe.org/do/activitylogs

SERVICE - Lifesaving  

	If you are already training for NPLQ (National Pool Lifeguard Qualification), you may also need to give some practical service for your D of E Award.  
	Tandridge Leisure Pool constantly need lifeguards and offer free NPLQ courses to those wanting to become lifeguards.  You can use lifeguarding for your D of E Service, but ONLY IF you give some of your time freely without payment each week.  It is possible you could become a lifeguard at the Leisure Pool  and be paid for some sessions, but volunteer your time unpaid to lifeguard canoe polo sessions (if you are not attending those sessions as a player).
